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1 Introduction

Stakeholder management is very crucial for successful project planning and execution. It aims
in creating the relationships that will allow a meaningful cooperation and to identify the
objectives and expectations of each part. In particular, it identifies groups, institutions,
organizations that have a “stake” in the project. Especially for the case of the SMile project,
the current report aims to identify stakeholders that are active in the PHC field and assess
their interest and power towards the objectives, activities and expected results of the project,
in order to engage them in its planning and implementation.

Stakeholders include all the organizations, groups, institutions, etc. that have a specific interest
in the project, are impacted by it and/or can influence its implementation and outcome.
Stakeholders may be internal or external, i.e. they can take part in the implementation of the
project or be beneficiaries, interested associations, or community leaders.

SMile is a project that relies on the participation of the proper stakeholders. Moreover, the
engagement of stakeholders is of crucial importance concerning the implementation and the
Communication and Dissemination of the project. Towards these ends, and taking into
account that the success of the project relies on the use of the proper tools for the proper
stakeholders, SMiLe engages in stakeholder analysis. Therefore, the current deliverable aims
in identifying the stakeholders of the SMile project and to apply a basic mapping of their
power and influence within the project scope, to suggest the way they should be incorporated
in the project activities of D.6.X.1 Network of organizations involved in PHC.

Throughout the stakeholder identification and mapping process and the consultant worked
closely with the partner beneficiaries of the project and in particular with the Aristotle
University of Thessaloniki — Special Account for Research Fund — Department of Medicine
(Adj. Professor) which had the overall monitoring and quality assurance of the current
deliverable.
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2 Stakeholder Identification

Stakeholder analysis is crucial for the implementation of the project since it creates the
necessary knowledge to make improvements, acquire the proper resources for the project,
overcome implementation issues, and anticipate reactions which are vital for making project
adjustments. Stakeholder identification should ideally be detailed in the level of individual
though in many cases this is not possible during the first stages of the project.

For the detailed identification of stakeholders, the following three-step process is proposed.

1. Capitalization on (pre)existing projects
2. Decomposition of the logical framework to the operational objective level
3. lIdentification of interested parties

For each of these steps, the project team’s common endeavours are necessary, such as
meetings, brainstorming, focus groups and desk research.

The following section details each step and links it with the SMiLe project.

2.1.1 Capitalization on (pre)existing projects

An inventory of the local initiatives on the issue of PHC might allow the identification of a
number of stakeholders and their relationships. Interesting cases may include already
implemented projects, projects that are about to start, on-going projects, or projects that
failed to move into the implementation phase. Concerning project sponsors expectations it is
equally important to understand why some projects did not manage to materialize, as is to
analyse the ones that did and their results.

For each one of the projects that fall within the above criteria, the following might be
interesting:

e The core scope of the project

e The background of each project

e The objectives of the project

e The methodology and phases proposed or implemented

e The types of stakeholders implicated, their role, and their level of participation
e The outputs of the project and lessons learned from it

In the case of SMilLe project, identification of possible stakeholder will be conducted based
on the projects that were approved under the specific Call, Priority Axis, Thematic Objective,

and Investment Priority.

2.1.2 Decompose the objectives of the SMILE project on an operational

level
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The current step involves the decomposition of the overall logical framework on an
operational level, thus defining the operational objectives for each overarching objective of
the project. This step is very crucial when partners prioritize aims differently and/or when local
conditions are highly diverse. Based on the detailed breakdown local stakeholders may be
identified, as it is presented in the following section.

The SMile project has clearly detailed the logical framework and intervention rationale in the

application form.

2.1.3 Identify interested parties

In addition to the stakeholders that have been identified by participating in previous projects,
the SMile project should expand its participation and communication basis to enhance its
impact, that is to bring into the implementation phase new interested parties.

The interested parties can be defined based on the in the logical framework and the
intervention rational that was detailed in the Application form, as well as the resulting activities
of the project. The process aims to document organizations, associations, etc. that either have
interest in the project, are impacted by it and/or can influence its implementation and
outcome.

For the case of the Smile project the process is summarized in the following table:

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3 Stakeholder Mapping

Stakeholder mapping is a useful tool for categorizing stakeholders in order to assess the
amount of attention that should be given to each of them.

Stakeholder mapping can utilize several methods, such as:

e Power/interest grid, power/influence grid, or impact/influence grid.
e Stakeholder cube

e Salience model

e Directions of influence

e  Prioritization

For the SMilLe project the Stakeholder Mapping method utilized is the power/interest grid

This technigue involves grouping stakeholders according to their level of authority (power)
and their level of concern about the project’s outcomes (interest). This classification model is
useful for small projects and projects with simple relationships between stakeholders and the
project, or within the stakeholder community itself.

The stakeholder analysis will be represented in a visual map, as a grid that measures power
and interest. A simple 2-by-2 matrix divides stakeholders into those who have high power
and interest, high power and low interest, low power and high interest, and low power and
low interest. This visual representation makes it easy to see which stakeholders should receive
the most attention. Those with high power and interest should be engaged closely, consulted
with often and kept satisfied, while those with the least power and interest should merely be
monitored and kept informed using lower-effort, general communications.

The following matrix represents a preliminary assessment of the Stakeholder Power/Influence
grid.
It should be noted that:

1. The current categorization is relevant only to the project. An actor that has in general
high power and interest, but not in the case of the particular project and or area of
intervention, should not be categorized in the high-high quadrant, particularly for the
project.

2. The categorization is preliminary and may be changed according to the experience
of partners and/or based on the interactions during the implementation phase.

3. The categorization does not take into account the detailed characteristics of each
organization but rather is developed in a category of interest level.

This above matrix maps which stakeholders are expected to have high or low power and

interest in the SMilLe project. Organizing stakeholders into each quadrant makes it easy to

see who needs the most attention and who can be monitored with less effort. This is a useful

tool for strategizing and creating an effective plan of action for stakeholder management.

In particular, the following actions are proposed for each of the four quadrants.

High Power — High Interest: Stakeholders in this quadrant should be engaged
throughout the duration of the project

High Power — Low Interest: Stakeholders in this quadrant should be kept satisfied in
order to ensure that the project activities would have the expected results and impact.
Stakeholders in this position should also be engaged to increase their engagement
in the issue and the project.

Low Power — High Interest: Stakeholders in this group though interested have low
capacity to either hinder or promote the objectives and results of the project.
Nevertheless, it is useful to keep this group informed as they would be very interested
to move to the High-High quadrant.

Low Power — Low Interest: Stakeholders in this quadrant are of minimum importance
and resources should be allocated respectively. Partners should simply monitor such
stakeholders and groups, mainly to ensure that they have not moved to other
quadrants
